Ambitious people will work on 
their voices now.  Some people will have the leading roles, folks… will it be you?  Singing with a choir is also a VERY good 
idea.  Ours is available to you during lunch, if you choose to get involved.  Find a choir and join it.  Dancing also improves 
with practice.
